 " I was watching in the night visions, And 
behold, One like the Son of Man, Coming 
with the clouds of heaven! He came to the 
Ancient of Days, And they brought Him near 
before Him. Then to Him was given dominion 
and glory and a kingdom, That all peoples, 
nations, and languages should serve Him. 
His dominion is an everlasting dominion, 
Which shall not pass away, And His kingdom 
the one Which shall not be destroyed. 



  

“Son of Man” in the Gospel of 
John

 John 1:51 And He said to him, "Most 
assuredly, I say to you, hereafter you shall 
see heaven open, and the angels of God 
ascending and descending upon the Son of 
Man." 



  

“Son of Man” in the Gospel of 
John

 John 3:13 "No one has ascended to heaven 
but He who came down from heaven, that is, 
the Son of Man who is in heaven. 

 John 3:14-15  "And as Moses lifted up the 
serpent in the wilderness, even so must the 
Son of Man be lifted up, that whoever 
believes in Him should not perish but have 
eternal life. 



  

“Son of Man” in the Gospel of 
John

 John 5:26-27 "For as the Father has life in 
Himself, so He has granted the Son to have 
life in Himself, and has given Him authority to 
execute judgment also, because He is the 
Son of Man.

 Spiritual blessings are given to those who 
trust whom God has sent (John 6:28-29)

 The true “Bread from Heaven” imparts life 
(John 6:30-33)

 Jesus is the “Bread from Heaven” (John

 The true “Bread from Heaven” imparts life (John 
6:30-33)

 Jesus is the “Bread from Heaven” (John 6:34-35)
 God has to intervene in order for someone to 

embrace the fact that Jesus is the “Bread of Life.”
